Canfor Obtains Largest Sustainable Forestry
Initiative® Certification in Canada

October 1, 2002 – Vancouver, B.C. – Canfor Corporation
announced today the certification of 3.18 million hectares
of forest operations in the Prince George and Quesnel Timber
Supply Areas (TSA) and 180,000 hectares included in Tree
Farm Licence 30 near Prince George to the Sustainable
Forestry Initiative® (SFISM) Standard of sustainable forestry.
The certification follows a successful third-party audit by
KPMG Performance Registrar Inc. This represents the first
SFISM certification for Canfor and the largest, by area, in
Canada.

 “We are committed to having Sustainable Forest
Management (SFM) certification in place for all of our
tenures” said David Emerson, President and CEO. “This
achievement of obtaining certification under the SFISM

Standard, together with our Canadian Standards Association
SFM certification, gives Canfor the largest area of forest
certified to SFM standards of any company in Canada,”
he said.

Sustainable Forest Management plans are developed for each
operating area to be certified and are submitted for review
by independent third-party auditors. These plans must
maintain and enhance the long-term health of forest
ecosystems, while providing ecological, economic, social, and
cultural opportunities for the benefit of present and future
generations. With the addition of the SFISM certification,
Canfor now has 63% of its tenure area governed by certified
SFM plans, which include 73% of its annual harvest volume.

Launched by the American Forest & Paper Association in
1995, the Sustainable Forestry Initiative® program is an
exacting standard of environmental principles, objectives,
and performance measures that integrates the perpetual
growing and harvesting of trees with the protection of
wildlife, plants, soil, and water quality and a wide range
of other conservation goals.

Rustad Sawmill Receives
Green Light for ISO 14001

Canfor’s Rustad Sawmill, located in Prince George, has been
working on the implementation of a formal Environmental
Management System (EMS) for several months. This project
culminated with the completion of a third party audit the
week of October 7th, 2002 by KPMG Performance Registrar
Inc. of Vancouver. Auditors are recommending that the
Rustad EMS be formally registered under the ISO 14001
Standard.

ISO 14001 requires that the operation assess all of it’s
environmental aspects and develop action plans to address
it’s most significant risks. This will help to ensure that the
Rustad Team directs time and resources to most effectively
reduce risk to the environment. Consistent with Canfor’s
Environment Policy, the ISO Standard requires continual
improvement.

With the certification of its first sawmill operation EMS,
Canfor has committed to exploring opportunities to expand
ISO 14001 certification at its other sawmilling facilities.

Canfor Becomes First Forest Company
to Use CSA Chain of Custody Mark

Canfor celebrated the recent certification of its Grande
Prairie, Alberta sawmill to the Canadian Standards
Association (CSA) Chain of Custody for Forest Products. This
certification is one of the first of its kind in Canada and is
the first time a forest company has applied the CSA
Sustainable Forest Management (SFM) mark to the
packaging of its products. Canfor’s fulfillment of this latest
component of its certification strategy displays the company’s
commitment to provide the independent proof of its
environmental performance to its customers.

The CSA chain of custody charts the progress of forest
products from their point of origin, the certified forest area,
through all stages in the manufacturing process, to the point
at which they are delivered to the customer. This allows
Canfor’s Grande Prairie sawmill, a dimension lumber
operation, to apply the CSA chain of custody mark on the
packaging of its products. The mill’s annual production
capacity is 210 million board feet and some of its customers
include Home Depot, Lowe’s, Totem, Wickes, 84 Lumber,
LMC and Carolina Holdings.

The CSA SFM mark is a guarantee to Canfor customers that
at least 70% of the packaged product originated from
forestlands certified to the CSA Sustainable Forest
Management Standard (CAN/CSA-Z809-96).
